The Public Hearings will be 
advertised and posted for everyone’s information. All approved address changes will be commu-
nicated to the various entities and sources that need this information such as Lincoln County, 
911, electric, gas and water companies, the Postmaster, etc. The City of Ruidoso Downs will 
need everyone’s help and cooperation to ensure that this vital emergency response program is 
implemented and that the new address numbers are installed properly and in a timely manner.
